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Keys to Success 

 

 

BE POSITIVE: Know when to take control of the conversation to focus on the task at hand, and close the gift. Make a 

case for why they should give:

emails, sibling’s info, cousins who went to JCA, parents, names of prospective campers, etc. This information is very
